$500,000 REWARD

REWARD: The Minister for Police and Corrective Services has approved a reward of $500,000 offered for
information leading to the identification and conviction of the person or persons responsible for the murder of
John Lazzaro, 56 years, at Rochedale on 11 April, 2012.

INDEMNITY FROM PROSECUTION: In the case of an offence being identified, an appropriate indemnity
from prosecution will be recommended for any accomplice, not being the person who actually committed the
crime, who first gives such information.

The allocation of the $500,000 reward will be at the sole discretion of the Commissioner of the Police Service.

CIRCUMSTANCES: On 11 April 2012, John Lazzaro was at his home address in Rochedale South with his
youngest daughter. At approximately 10:55pm two armed persons, with their faces concealed, have entered
the dwelling and shot dead Lazzaro. The family dog also received an injury as a result of the gunshots.
